Judging Others:  Matthew 7: 1- 5 

“The Bible Says You’re Not Supposed to Judge…” 



"Do not judge, or you too will be judged.  

For in the same way you judge others, you will be judged,  

and with the measure you use, it will be measured to you. 

  

"Why do you look at the speck of sawdust  

in your brother's eye and pay no attention  

to the plank in your own eye?  

How can you say to your brother,  

'Let me take the speck out of your eye,'  

when all the time there is a plank in your own eye?  

 

You hypocrite, first take the plank out of your own eye,  

and then you will see clearly to remove the speck  

from your brother's eye.”  

 

  

 

Judging Others:  Matthew 7: 1- 5 



"Do not give dogs what is sacred;  

do not throw your pearls to pigs. 

  

If you do, they may trample them under their feet,  

and then turn and tear you to pieces.” 

  

 

Judging Others:  Matthew 7: 6 



"When he came down from the mountainside,  

large crowds followed him.  

A man with leprosy came and knelt before him and said, 

"Lord, if you are willing, you can make me clean."  

 

Jesus reached out his hand and touched the man.  

‘I am willing,’ he said.  ‘Be clean!’  

 

Immediately he was cured of his leprosy.  

Then Jesus said to him, "See that you don't tell anyone. 

But go, show yourself to the priest  

and offer the gift Moses commanded,  

as a testimony to them." 

 

Jesus Heals:  Matthew 8:1-4 



“When Jesus had entered Capernaum,  

a centurion came to him, asking for help.  

‘Lord,’ he said, ‘my servant lies at home paralyzed  

and in terrible suffering.’  

 Jesus said to him, ‘I will go and heal him.’  

 

 The centurion replied,  

‘Lord, I do not deserve to have you come under my roof. 

But just say the word, and my servant will be healed.  

For I myself am a man under authority, with soldiers 

under me. I tell this one, 'Go,' and he goes; and that one, 

'Come,' and he comes. I say to my servant,  

'Do this,' and he does it.’  

 

 

 

Jesus Heals:  Matthew 8: 5-13 



“When Jesus heard this, he was astonished  

and said to those following him, ‘I tell you the truth,  

I have not found anyone in Israel with such great faith. 

 

 I say to you that many will come from the east and the 

west, and will take their places at the feast  

with Abraham, Isaac and Jacob in the kingdom of heaven.  

But the subjects of the kingdom will be thrown outside, 

into the darkness, where there will be weeping and 

gnashing of teeth.’  

 

Then Jesus said to the centurion, ‘Go! It will be done  

just as you believed it would.’ And his servant was 

healed at that very hour.” 

 

 

 

Jesus Heals:  Matthew 8: 5-13 



“When Jesus came into Peter's house,  

he saw Peter's mother-in-law lying in bed with a fever. He 

touched her hand and the fever left her,  

and she got up and began to wait on him.  

 

 When evening came, many who were demon-possessed 

were brought to him, and he drove out the spirits with a 

word and healed all the sick.  

 

This was to fulfill what was spoken through the 

prophet Isaiah:  

‘He took up our infirmities  

and carried our diseases.’" 

 

 

 

Jesus Heals:  Matthew 8: 14-16 



Is any one of you in trouble? He should pray.  

Is anyone happy? Let him sing songs of praise.  

Is any one of you sick? He should call the elders of the 

church to pray over him and anoint him with oil in the 

name of the Lord.  

 

And the prayer offered in faith will make the sick person 

well; the Lord will raise him up. If he has sinned, he will 

be forgiven. Therefore confess your sins to each other 

and pray for each other so that you may be healed. The 

prayer of a righteous man is powerful and effective.
