When a man found it, he hid it again, and then in his joy went 

and sold all he had and bought that field. 

“Again, the kingdom of heaven is like a merchant 
looking for fine pearls.  When he found one of great value, 

he went away and sold everything he had and bought it.”



Mark 10:17-23

“As Jesus started on his way, a man ran up to him and fell on 
his knees before him. "Good teacher," he asked, 

"what must I do to inherit eternal life?" 

"Why do you call me good?" Jesus answered. "No one is good—

 
except God alone.  You know the commandments: 

'Do not murder, do not commit adultery, do not steal, do not 
give false testimony, do not defraud, 

honor your father and mother.'[" 

"Teacher," he declared, 
"all these I have kept since I was a boy." 

Jesus looked at him and loved him. "One thing you lack," he 
said. "Go, sell everything you have and give to the poor, and 

you will have treasure in heaven. Then come, follow me." 

At this the man's face fell. He went away sad, because he had 
great wealth. Jesus looked around and said to his disciples, 

"How hard it is for the rich to enter the kingdom of God!" 



Luke14: 25-27; 33

“Large crowds were traveling with Jesus, 
and turning to them he said: 

"If anyone comes to me and does not hate his father and 
mother, his wife and children, his brothers and sisters—yes, 
even his own life—he cannot be my disciple. And anyone who 

does not carry his cross and follow me cannot be my disciple.

In the same way, any of you who does not give up 
everything he has cannot be my disciple.”



Matthew Chapter 13: 51-52

"Have you understood all these things?" Jesus asked. 
"Yes," they replied. 

He said to them, 
"Therefore every teacher of the law 

who has been instructed about the kingdom of heaven 
is like the owner of a house 

who brings out of his storeroom 
new treasures as well as old."



Matthew Chapter 13: 53-58

When Jesus had finished these parables, 
he moved on from there. Coming to his hometown, 
he began teaching the people in their synagogue, 

and they were amazed. "Where did this man get this wisdom 
and these miraculous powers?" they asked. 

"Isn't this the carpenter's son? Isn't his mother's name Mary, 
and aren't his brothers James, Joseph, Simon and Judas? 

Aren't all his sisters with us? Where then did this man 
get all these things?" And they took offense at him. 

But Jesus said to them, 
"Only in his hometown and in his own house 

is a prophet without honor." 
And he did not do many miracles there 

because of their lack of faith.”
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
